Hazardous Materials /
Chemical Spill

If the spill is life or health-threatening or you are
unsure, evacuate the area immediately. If
necessary, pull the fire alarm and evacuate the
building.
For major spills, call 9-1-1 immediately.
All chemical spills, no matter how small, should
be reported to Risk Management.
